He was the Word of Truth made manifest 

He was the first born Son of God 

He was the Messiah of God 

He was Yeshua Ha Mashiach 

He was the Way, the Truth, the Light 

He was love made manifest (John 3:16, 17) 

He was the sacrificial Lamb of God 

He was our scape goat 

He was our door of hope 

After receiving God’s love gift: 

He is our High Priest 

He is our Peace 

He is our intercessor 

He is our ever Present help 

He is our lawyer who pleads our case and defends our cause 

He is our brother and joint heir 

He is our all in all 

 

His entrance into the course of human events was the turning point for the plans and 

purposes of God, Jehovah Lord of Hosts, and His Kingdom development in earth. 

 

Our Redeemer came as an agent of change to demonstrate the Love of God and to 

show forth the Grace of God, by manifesting how the Word of Truth would handle every 

problem, situation and challenge of life. 

 

God allowed His word to take on human flesh and be clothed with mortality to 

demonstrate how His word can heal and deliver in every arena of life. 

 

The Prophet David saw the day -  

Psalm 107:20 

He sent His word, (His Son – our Lord) 

And healed them, and delivered from 

their destructions. 
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Hebrews 4:15 

We do not have a High Priest who cannot be touched with the 

feelings of our inability to produce (human, fleshly, weakness), for He 

was in every way possible, tempted, the same ways we are, but He did 

not sin by yielding to its pressure or temptation. 

 

He remained one with the Word He came to display, and it carried Him through, as it 

will you. 

 

Yeshua, was the Father’s love gift of Grace.  A Saviour, a friend, a brother, an ever 

present help, The Word of Life in human form to elevate mankind from his fallen state. 

 

The message and ministry of Messiah is a class, a study in how the word heals and 

delivers, every time. 

 

Yeshua was the first Agent of Change, given to us to teach us how to become Agents 

of Change, bringing Kingdom of Light manifestation into every arena of life and to 

every sphere of influence. The first Adam was to be the first under-ruler for God, but he 

failed to stand one with the Word of God. 

 

The Anointed Redeemer’s earth walk, demonstrated that the only way man can truly 

reach out to others in love, (manifesting God’s nature) is to do so from having God’s 

love at work within man. 

 

During this study, we will chart, examine, study and explore what can be seen of The 

Word of Truth in full display and demonstration. 

 

2000 years ago God introduced His word in a new form, that of an earth suit, a new 

manifestation of His Holy will, plan and purpose.  Yeshua was the word of truth, walking 

– talking – being – doing –demonstrating how the word works in everyday life and its 

challenges. 

 

By His life example, we see how the word of truth can be applied to defeat the 

challenges of human life, nature and the kingdom of darkness and his minions. All the 

words and works of Messiah were one with the Word of Truth. He and the Word were 

one. 

 

Through learning to truly fall in love with The Word of Truth, we learn how to receive 

God in His fullness, so we can accurately represent Him as Heavenly Agents of Change, 

lights that shine in the darkness, revealing the way of the Lord, the way of Truth. 
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The illuminating power of His Word in manifestation, will demonstrate the operation of 

The Kingdom of Light, will build The Kingdom of God, will release the revelation of 

the illuminating power of The Word of Truth to transform earth. 

 

The Kingdom of God, is about the business of, manifesting how truth will unseat and 

defeat facts, when properly adhered to and presented. 

 

There are two realms of reality in the earth.   

The realm of truth and the realm of fact. (Kingdom of Light -vs- kingdom of darkness) 

 

Scripture clearly portrays the two realms and presents Kingdom of Light operation, in 

opposition to the natural, secular or fallen operation or way of being and doing, that is 

the kingdom of darkness 

 

Deuteronomy 30:15 (GAJ) 

Take notice, I have set before you today 

Life and good (prosperity) 

Death and evil (adversity) 

 

:16  

The choice is wrapped up in this command, 

      Love the Lord your God 

     Walk in His ways 

     Keep His commandments, His statues, His judgments 

In doing this, you will live and multiply, and the Lord will bless you in 

the Promised Land you are to enter and possess. 

 

:19 I am calling Heaven (one realm) and earth (another realm) to be 

witnesses and hold you accountable to your choice today,  I have set 

before you life and death, life that brings blessing and death that 

brings the curse, I urge you to choose life, in order that you may live 

and your (seed) descendants, 

 

Choose to live God’s way, system, kingdom, or bring death and curses by rejecting His 

rule and reign.  

 

The life walk, message and ministry of the Anointed Redeemer, Yeshuah, the Word, is 

our guide to overcoming in our lives, through proper Word of Truth application. 
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John 10:10 

 

I, The Word of Truth have come into the earth to open the way of life, 

so that you may choose the God life, and the abundance it brings. 

 

The God given right to choose, we call it free will, is a wonderful thing, but one which 

brings great consequences when misunderstood or misapplied. 

 

Freedom to choose was the doorway through which sin and ruin came in to earth. 

 

 

Genesis 2:8 (NAS) 

The Lord God planted a garden toward the east, in Eden; and there He 

placed the man whom He had formed. 

 

God’s plan was for the man He created to take the seed He planted (The Garden of 

Eden) and cause the whole of earth to look like it. 

 

Genesis 1:26, 28 (NAS) 

Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our 

likeness; and let them rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds 

of the sky and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over every 

creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 

:28 

God blessed them; and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply, 

and fill the earth, and subdue it; and rule over the fish of the sea and 

over the birds of the sky and over every living thing that moves on 

the earth.” 

 

Earth was to be an outpost of Heaven, to look like it, to operate like it, to be like it. 

 

The Father Creator’s rule and reign, in and over earth, would be accomplished by His 

agency in man. 

 

Man however, failed God, by choosing the word of satan over the Word of God. 

Suddenly earth was no longer compatible with the Word of Truth. 

 

After the fall of man, God began to re-introduce His ways into the earth. 
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It was the Father’s desire for earth to come into alignment with the Heavenly realm. He 

wanted His presence in earth to reflect His presence in Heaven. 

 

When it came time to build a house of worship, a meeting place for fallen man, with 

God the Creator, God was careful to assure that it would not be through natural origin 

or operation. 

 

One of the first clear examples of God’s desire for His operation on earth, to return to a 

likeness of His operation in Heaven, can be seen, when the people of Israel wanted a 

Temple. 

 

In a type and shadow of salvation, God chose Moses to liberate His people from 

Egyptian bondage. When it came time to construct a meeting place between Holy God, 

and the Priests who would represent the people before God, God called Moses to a 

mountain top and showed him the Heavenly Tabernacle. God wanted Heaven’s way 

represented in the earth. 

 

God drew a clear distinction how it was done on earth and how Heaven would do it. 

Moses had seen how Egypt built Temples, he had seen how his father-in-law 

worshipped his gods. But the Lord of Heaven wanted the earthly Tabernacle to 

represent the Heavenly realm, not the earthly. 

 

Exodus 25:8, 9 (NAS) 

Let them construct a sanctuary for Me, that I may dwell among them. 
9 According to all that I am going to show you, as the pattern of the 

tabernacle and the pattern of all its furniture, just so, you shall 

construct it. 

 

Exodus 25:40 (NAS) 

See that you make them after the pattern for them, which was shown 

to you on the mountain. 

 

Exodus 26:30 (NAS) 

Then you shall erect the tabernacle according to its plan which you 

have been shown in the mountain. 

 

Acts 7:44 (NAS) 

“Our fathers had the tabernacle of testimony in the wilderness, just as 

He who spoke to Moses directed him to make it according to the 

pattern which he had seen. 
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Notice again, how God spoke to King David about a House of Worship, he wanted to 

build, to represent Jehovah Lord of Hosts. 

 

2 Samuel 7:5 (NAS) 

“Go and say to My servant David, ‘Thus says the Lord, “Are you the 

one who should build Me a house to dwell in? 

 

Even to Isaiah, God spoke of fallen man’s inability to properly represent a Holy God.  

 

Isaiah 66:1 (NAS) 

Thus says the Lord, 

“Heaven is My throne and the earth is My footstool. 

Where then is a house you could build for Me? 

And where is a place that I may rest? 

 

Acts 7:47-50 (NAS) 

But it was Solomon who built a house for Him. 48 However, the Most 

High does not dwell in houses made by human hands; as the prophet 

says: 
49 ‘Heaven is My throne, 

And earth is the footstool of My feet; 

What kind of house will you build for Me?’ says the Lord, 

‘Or what place is there for My repose? 
50 ‘Was it not My hand which made all these things?’ 

 

Whether in things of earth, or in things of Heaven, there is but one will of God. In either 

realm, it is God’s desire that all that is said or done, reflect His will. 

 

His Word is an accurate representation of His will, and operates the same in both 

realms. 

 

God’s desire for earth to return to Heavenly rule and function, can be seen in the pattern 

for prayer, given by the Anointed Redeemer. 

 

The message and ministry of Messiah, The Word, was one of alignment with Kingdom 

manifestation. 

 

Matthew 6:10 

Thy Kingdom come, 
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Thy will be done 

In earth – (it’s operation and flow) 

As it is in Heaven. 

 

And also in Matthew 6:33 (GAJ) 

Make it your first priority to seek after bringing into manifestation on 

earth, The Kingdom of God, and being in and under His right 

standing (which is a gift) and where you are thus engaged, all the 

earthly things people desire will be added to you.  (He daily loads you 

with blessings.)  

 

The Heavenly pattern for being and doing is clearly seen in the daily walk, ministry and 

message of Yeshuah, The Word. His life and walk was in clear contrast with the natural, 

secular, fallen mindset way of being and doing. The Word walked, talked and did the will 

of the Father, in the person of our Redeemer, example. 

 

John 1:1 (GAJ) 

When it all started, the Word was there,  

The Word was one with God, 

And the Word was God. 

This Word had place in the beginning with God. 

All things in the earthly realm were made by Him/The Word, and 

apart from Him/The Word nothing was made or brought into being. 

In the Word was life, and the life the Word brings, illuminates. 

(reveals) 

 

The Word of Truth came in human form, to teach mankind God’s way of seeing, being 

and doing. How He handled life and its challenges, is how we are to operate. 1 John 4:17 

 

The fact is, by the laws of nature, one cannot have existence in the natural realm, 

without: 

 A man plants a seed 

 A woman receives that seed 

 A child is born through “seed, time and harvest” 

This is a fact of natural life. 

 

But as Mary found there is a higher way or form of life.  When she said: 

“be it unto me according to your word” 
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The “seed” of the word entered her, overcame the “facts of life” and she became 

pregnant with “the incorruptible seed of the Word of God.” Truth overcame the facts 

and produced life. 

 

Mary gave birth to the Word, housed in a human temple. 

 

When Romans 10:9, 10 is activated, a human being is impregnated with the 

incorruptible seed and they become Temples of the Most High God.  Possessors of the 

living, creative, anointed Word of Truth.  They can then give birth to the Truth in their 

action and deeds. 

 

John 14:12 (NAS) 

Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do, 

he will do also; and greater works than these he will do; because I go 

to the Father. 

 

As carriers of and products of the Word of Truth, Believers can fulfill the job description 

of Mark 16:15-18 

 

God gave His Word to the first Adam, but he failed to remain one with it. God then sent 

a second Adam, a first fruits of the harvest He desired, but the second Adam was not of 

the earth, entrusted with the Word of Truth, He was born of the Word of Truth. 

 

John 3:16 (NAS) 

“For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that 

whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life. 

(GAJ) 

God, desiring to demonstrate His great love to and for creation, gave 

the love gift of His unique and only Son, in order that anyone who 

would believe in, rely on and adhere to who and what His Son truly is, 

would escape judgment, death, the curse, and would experience and 

become inheritors of eternal life and it’s triumph. 

 

 

 

John 3:17 (NAS) 

For God did not send the Son into the world to judge the world, but 

that the world might be saved through Him. 

(GAJ) 
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The Father God was not sending His Son into the world to release 

condemnation on it, but to open a door of access, in order that those 

who chose to receive Truth, by faith, might escape facts and 

experience life to the full, on the God level. 

 

John 1:1-14 (see text) 

 

In order that man could see, comprehend and be conformed by the Word of God, God 

encapsulated His Word into a human vessel, free from the curse of the fall, resulting 

from choosing the word of the enemy of God, over the Word of Truth, which was of 

God.   

 

The Word of Truth was presented in human form so that man could see, on a physical 

level, what the Word of God was capable of, designed for and empowered to 

do/perform, for those who would believe in, adhere, to, rely on and activate in practice, 

its proven purpose. 

 

1 John 1:1-7 (NAS) 

What was from the beginning, what we have heard, what we have 

seen with our eyes, what we have looked at and touched with our 

hands, concerning the Word of Life— 2 and the life was manifested, 

and we have seen and testify and proclaim to you the eternal life, 

which was with the Father and was manifested to us— 3 what we have 

seen and heard we proclaim to you also, so that you too may have 

fellowship with us; and indeed our fellowship is with the Father, and 

with His Son Jesus Christ. 4 These things we write, so that our joy may 

be made complete. 
5 This is the message we have heard from Him and announce to you, 

that God is Light, and in Him there is no darkness at all. 6 If we say 

that we have fellowship with Him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie 

and do not practice the truth; 7 but if we walk in the Light as He 

Himself is in the Light, we have fellowship with one another, and the 

blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin. 

 

The Apostle John refers to The Anointed Redeemer, as The Word of Life. 

 

He is saying, what we saw, heard, touched, were witnesses to during our time at Yeshua 

University, was the Word in action and deed. 
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What does the word speak concerning a relationship with the living and abiding Word 

of Truth? 

 

I John 2:5 

But whoever keeps His word, 

In that one, is the love of God made perfect,  

Mature, (that is, love in full manifestation) 

 

I Peter 1:25 

But, the Word of the Lord endures forever and this is the Word, which 

by the Gospel (the good news of the triumph of the Word over the 

fall) is preached unto you. 

 

James 1:23 (GAJ) 

I any man is a hearer of the Word, 

And not one who lives out the Word (in daily life) 

He can be likened unto a man who, 

Looks at his natural/flesh face in a mirror, 

:24  

but, after checking himself out, 

He goes about his business, 

And soon forgets what he looks like, (how he is seen) 

 

This casual attitude towards the Word of Truth, caused great hardship for the children of 

Israel who could have had blessing, but chose instead curses, through pursuing their 

own will. 

 

Hebrews 4:1(GAJ) 

God’s promise of entering His rest still stands open, which should 

cause us to give careful attention to not being among those who fail 

to choose life, and experience rest. 

:2 for this glorious news, that God has prepared a rest for man to 

enter, has been proclaimed to us now, as it was to them then.  The 

news of His rest offered, did them no good, because they did not mix 

faith with the message of rest, so its profit fell from them.  To enter 

His rest, requires faith in the message of rest. 

 

James 1:8 teaches that the believer is actually birthed into the family of God, by The 

Word of Truth. 
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Other passages on the life of the word and its application can be found in: 

Colossians 3:16, 17 – Romans 10:8 – John 17:3-8 

 

From Luke’s account we find a powerful revelation of the premium our Lord placed on 

seeing Him in the Word. 

 

In His earth walk, Messiah had been seen, heard and observed by crowds of thousands.  

He had an outer circle of 500.  He had an inner circle of 70 followers.  He had a class of 

twelve and He had an intimate following of three. 

 

In the illustration of Luke 24:13-52 the Master Teacher gives special weight to the 

manner in which His followers are to see/behold Him after His resurrection triumph. 

 

Two of His followers are on a seven mile walk.  The Risen Redeemer joins them on their 

walk, in physical presence, but their physical eyes were prevented from recognizing 

Him by, or through their physical senses. 

 

When the Lord joined their discussion, He allowed them to think He was unaware of 

what they were dealing with. 

 

The two began to relate their view of who Yeshua was.  They began by saying “He was a 

prophet.”  “He did mighty deeds and spoke mighty word.” 

 

They went on to explain how they had given up hope in Him, or as Solomon wrote 

“hope deferred, makes the heart sad.” 

 

Their hope was for the restoration and revival of the Nation of Israel.  They were seeking 

a natural leader.  

 

They explain traditional Jewish understanding has set in, and since it has been three 

days since His death, His spirit has left His body. They had given up hope. 

 

They reduce the eye witness account of the women who first visited the tomb of the 

Master to a vision, not a real occurrence.  

 

“Some of us checked it out” (with our natural senses) “but they saw nothing there.” 

 

At this point (v-25) the Master verbally chastens them for their unbelief, their failure to 

stand as one with God said: 

“O foolish men” (you’re handling the things of God on a natural, mental level.) 
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“slow of heart to believe” you quit too easy. 

“in all that the prophets have spoken” From 2 Chronicles 20:20 – “put your trust in 

the Lord your God, and you will be established.  Put your trust in His prophets and 

you will succeed.” 

 

Then He began to teach, “it was necessary for The Anointed one to suffer these 

things in order that He could enter into His standing in the presence of the 

Father.” 

 

Then The Teacher goes back to Moses and the prophets and painted a picture from the 

Word of God, to clearly reveal the promised Redeemer.  The Anointed Redeemer gave 

an Old Testament exegesis of God’s plan of redemption, from the exodus to the 

resurrection. 

 

When they arrived at their destination, The Master acted as if He would continue on His 

way.  (All should note, He wants to be invited into your life.) 

 

At their invitation He went in to lodge with them. 

When the meal was served; 

He took the bread, He blessed it, He broke it in pieces and gave them pieces of bread.  

He reveals Himself in the Act of Communion (1 Corinthians 11:23-31). 

 

The Master/Teacher was giving yet another lesson in truth.  Post Resurrection, you are 

not to see, recognize, or understand Me after the flesh, or natural senses, but “in spirit 

and in truth.” 

 

2 Corinthians 4:18 (GAJ) 

Realize that we are not to comprehend the things of God, through 

our physical/natural sense gates (the five senses), but we are to 

recognize and comprehend by the Spirit of Truth.  Realize, the things 

which can be seen/recognized by our senses are subject to change, 

but the unseen to the senses, realm of the Spirit, are eternally 

changeless. 

 

The Master was graphically illustrating, where and how they were to see and recognize 

Him in their lives and ministry. 

“didn’t our hearts stir within us, a spark of fire, as He revealed Himself from the 

scripture?” (GAJ) 
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The Teacher was demonstrating how they were to recognize Him, in the Word of Truth, 

and in “the hidden man of the heart.” 

 

The Word of God, which cannot be broken, annulled, set aside or rendered powerless 

(John 10:35) is the absolute authority on all matters of life and Godliness.  (1 Peter 1:4) 

 

 He has exalted His word above His name. 

 His word stands forever. 

 It is in the Word of Truth, that we find Him and learn of Him. 

 

Now in Luke 24:44 the crux of His lesson comes to bear.  “These are my words, which I 

spoke to you while I was still with you, in order that all things which are written 

about me in the Law of Moses, and the prophets, and the Psalms, must be 

fulfilled.” (GAJ) 

 

Acts 3:20 (GAJ) 

“God will send Yeshua, The Anointed One, who was appointed to be 

your Redeemer, whom Heaven must keep in residence until the 

period of time when the restoration of all things recorded in 

scripture, of which God spoke through the agency of His holy 

prophets from the most ancient times is complete.” 

 

“God said it, (in person or in scripture) and He will bring it to pass (all of it without 

fail).” 

 

Afterward, He tells them to go and await the coming of The Spirit of Truth, (who will 

lead them and guide them in all truth, and reveal to them things which are to come to 

pass).  The Word of Truth is the beginning, the end and the sustaining of all things that 

matter in life and eternity. 

 

John 1:  (GAJ) 

At the start of creation The Word was there, The Word was present 

with God, and the Word was God. 

He the Word, was present with God when it all began. 

All things in creation came to have substance through Him, The 

Word, and nothing came into being/existence or gained substance, 

except through Him, The Word. 

In Him, The Word, eternal life was present, and this life was the 

illuminating of men, this light of illuminating presence, shined into 
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the darkness of fallen understanding, and the darkened by sin minds 

of fallen men were incapable of comprehending what was going on.
